What is expected in return for the funding?
Action plan presented to the RI Strategy Group March 24

What are we looking for?
Time ringfenced and agreement from your employing organisation to take part
Experience of working in research and/or innovation in Norfolk and Waveney ICS
Demonstrable experience of working across different organisations and /or sectors
Demonstrable interest in the Principle which covers the working group you would like to lead
Ability to develop and deliver a high quality action plan within the funding envelope available.

What activities might the working group do?
· review of existing evidence and activity 
· meetings / discussions with stakeholders
· workshops with collaborators
· community engagement work.

What support is available?
Centralised project management/ project administration support from the Research and Evaluation Team at NWICB
Expert guidance and advisors from senior research professionals across the ICS
Peer working group comprising all of the leads and project support.

How will funds be transferred? 
If the application is successful and the funding is awarded, the ICB will request an invoice from your institution in order for the funds to be transferred. Funding will be transferred at the start of the award.
